2021 Programme of meetings
Officers and members discussed the draft programme of meetings for 2021.  It was decided that the Forum should discuss Government Buying Standards for Public Sector Food & Catering and UK food labelling at its next 2 meetings; and, following publication of the final report of the Dimbleby review, the Forum will discuss a national food strategy for England & co-ordination with Devolved Administrations on food policy. Otherwise, the Secretariat will liaise with the Officers after the Queen’s Speech about the subjects for the Forum’s other 2 meetings in 2021. 
Officers and members briefly discussed Parliamentary membership of APPGs and Sir David asked the secretariat to prepare a letter for him to send to members of the 2019 intake of MPs inviting them to join the Forum.
